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Rescue Randy Adult Rescue Manikin

This manual will familiarize the user with the function,
care and maintenance of the RESCUE RANDY rescue
training manikin. As with all SIMULAIDS' products,
RESCUE RANDY is made to exacting standards and will
provide trouble-free service when the few guidelines and
simple steps of care and maintenance are followed.

Features

Randy closely replicates the weight, feel and resiliency of
a human body. Randy is articulated and can be used in
various life-saving exercises including auto extrication,
application of anti- shock trousers and other emergency
evacuation procedures.

NOTE: UNDER NO CIRCUM- STANCES SHOULD THE
EYE HOOK ON THE BACK OF THE MANIKIN BE USED
TO SUSPEND THE MANIKIN FROM ANY HEIGHT.

If the exercise calls for suspending the manikin, Randy
should be placed in a harness specifically designed for
such procedures.

WATER RETRIEVAL EXERCISES use a manikin
specifically designed to mimic drowning victims, such as
Simulaids' WATER RESCUE MANIKIN.

Construction

Randy's body is suspended on a skeleton of steel and
flexible cable. Some enlargement of the body segments
(joints), cable connector openings or gaps between the
body joints may develop with extended use without
affecting the serviceability of the manikin.

Care and Maintenance

Since Randy takes the place of a live victim in your
training program, it should be maintained with care and
treated as you would any other valuable rescue training
tool. It will withstand rugged use. However, it is
recommended that it not be dropped nor subjected to
temperatures above 100°F (except for short periods of
time). These precautions will prevent deformation of the
body and possible damage to the internal skeletal
structure.

Care should be taken so that the body and limbs are not
punctured or torn. Randy features articulated limbs.
However, care should be taken not to twist the arms and
legs into positions that a human body would not normally
withstand.

ATTENTION: DO NOT BIND EXTREMITIES OR
EXTREMITY JOINTS, either together or separately, in
an effort to control joint motion during dragging and
moving exercises.

After each training exercise, or when needed, Randy
should be washed with hot, soapy water (do not
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immerse in water).The use of solvents or strong cleansers is not
recommended. However, an "all-purpose" cleaner (i.e. 409 or
Fantastic) may be used. Randy may be used in low
temperatures, but, if so, you can expect the vinyl body to
become stiff. It will return to normal flexibility once it is returned
to a higher temperature.

Installing the Knee Pin

Steps: 1. Verify you have the parts for each knee: clevis pin,
washer, spring keeper
2. Turn the manikin on its stomach
3. Align the left leg with the left thigh

4. Install the clevis so that the hole points up
5. Point the clevis toward the center of the thigh eyebolt
and twist the lower leg so that it forces the pin through

the eyebolt ,

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6) Install the washer and the spring clip on the clevis pin

Storage

If possible, Randy should be stored at normal room temperature
(62°F to 80°F). The optional Carry/Storage Bag is an excellent
way of keeping your manikin clean and damage-free while not in
use.
